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Barwick in Bloom was formed in 1996 with the aim of improving the environment of the village 

for the benefit of its residents and visitors. A quarter of a million plants, bulbs and shrubs, 

miles of daffodils, tons of litter, hours of fundraising and buckets of sweat have contributed 

to a feature which is truly appreciated by all who live in and pass through the village.            

Participation in the “Yorkshire in Bloom” competition has been a most successful venture with 

an award earned every year since 1998 including three successive years as winners of the large 

village category. Entry then into “Britain in Bloom” brought a silver gilt award in 2005. The 

Methodist Church Gardens received a special certificate whilst Maypole Mews, Peartree     

Gardens and Elmwood Court won Ben Bailey awards for developments less than five years old.   

A new ride on mower for grass verges has been purchased with support from the Ward      

Councillors along with a sponsored watering cart for the 73 hanging baskets that now line Leeds 

Road, Main Street and Elmwood Lane. 46 new trees have been planted and there are 40 flower 

beds and troughs throughout the village along with attractive feature displays of old farm   

implements. The financial commitment is approaching £10k per annum which is raised through 

social events, concerts, donations and grants alongside contributions from 75 sponsors who  

advertise on the flower beds and hanging baskets. The “Open Gardens” initiative each June has 

been very successful in terms of fund raising and bringing the community together with the 

commitment of even more residents. The work is entirely voluntary and the success of the 

scheme is due in no small measure to the tremendous work of those involved and the wonderful 

support and appreciation which it receives from village residents, local businesses and both 

Leeds City and the Parish and Ward Councillors.
