7.1   Scholes Lodge Farm : A summary of the Public Meeting held at St.Philip’s Church on 28 April had been circulated and further consideration would be given to residents comments in due course. The vehicular entrance work was due to start within the next day or two. It was resolved that recommendations on adjustments to the fencing contract be approved at a cost of £430.
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7.2   Village Design Statements & Parish Plan Review:  Cllr Yapp reported on the meeting with David Gluck who was advising on this issue. He was preparing grant applications for the work involved but no expense to the Parish would be involved until grants had been secured. Progress would therefore be slow for the time being.

7.3   Thorner Road Cemetery : there was nothing further to report on this issue but Ward Cllr Matthew Robinson would advise in due course.

7.4   Leeds Festival ticket applications : 41 & 23 had been received

FINANCE
8.1   It was resolved that the accounts for the year ended 31 March 2011 showing receipts of £54,739, payments of £29,614 and a carry forward balance of £60,463 having been circulated be approved for submission to internal auditors (copy of which is attached to these minutes).        
8.2   It was resolved that the financial reconciliations, invoices and list of payments for April showing payments of £5,447.41 and receipts of £39,174.28 be approved and a copy of which is attached to these minutes. Nine payments for May totalling  £3,541.64 were also approved                                          

8.3   It was resolved that the annual rents for Sports Clubs (£75) and Village Hall (£5) remain unchanged for the ensuing year.

Muga Pitch, Youth Shelter & Playground : Having regard to the very strong feelings of residents expressed at the Annual Parish Meeting in respect of a proposed muga pitch and youth shelter at Jack Heaps Field it was agreed not to proceed with such plans. It was however resolved that a grant application should be lodged for funds to cover the renovation and extension of the Children’s Playground at Welfare Avenue based upon estimates received from four suppliers. There were concerns in respect of encroachment by older teenagers and quotations would be sought for higher fencing with a lockable gate.
