MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING
It was resolved that the minutes of the Parish Council Meeting (4/2011) held on 6 September 2011 (185-188) having been circulated, be approved and signed.

Presentation by David Williams, Membership Secretary of Fire Brigades Union (West Yorkshire) on the future of the Fire Service in West Yorkshire : Mr Williams outlined details of the planned closures to a number of fire stations in the locality due to government budget cuts and seeking support from the Parish Council and public during the consultation period which runs until 9 Dec.

Presentation by Andrew Birkbeck, Localism Officer for ENE Area Management Team : Mr.Birkbeck outlined his role and gave a resumee of the Act currently proceeding through Parliament and the advantages of establishing  Village Design Statements and Neighbourhood Plans. He also gave details of the inaugural meeting of the Neighbourhood Plan Project Board where Cllr Yapp would be attending.

MATTERS ARISING

5.1   Scholes Lodge Farm : a grant application had been lodged with Northern Green (Gas) Networks for £5k to cover the archaeological survey with judging (of bids) day on 20 October. Quotations for the work had been invited from 5 survey contractors listed by WYAS.

5.2   Registration of Parish Land:  Stuart Tansley had submitted the various registrations to the Land Registry and would advise further in due course.

5.3   Scholes Children’s Playground : contact had been re-established with Leeds City Council and a new lease would soon be forthcoming.


5.4   Barwick Children’s Playground : a successful meeting had been held with Grantscape funders Caird Bardon where various requirements were outlined. Progress could be made once planning permission had been obtained. The planning application was in hand. 

5.5   Diversion of footpath 29 : the view of Leeds Highways department was awaited in respect of the crossing of the busy A64.
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5.6   s106 drawdown Station Rd : it had been established that there was a ten year limitation for the drawdown of the second instalment of £10,112 although Leeds City Council had advised that an earlier resolution would be advisable. It was not possible to recover the difference of gate/fence costs against the first instalment.

5.7   Parish Plan & Village Design Statements : a progress report had been circulated following three public meetings which had been poorly attended. Further consultations were being arranged with the public, community groups, senior and primary schools as well as other young people. Questionnaires were due to be returned by 14 October.

FINANCE


6.1   It was resolved that the revised cash book summary, bank reconciliation and budget monitor for September be approved showing payments of £7,915.93 and receipts of £2,962.47 a copy of which is attached to these minutes. 
6.2  It was resolved that three payments for October as listed amounting to £3,054.40 be approved.                                          

6.3   It was resolved that the recommendations contained in the Finance & General Purposes minutes of 19 September for grants be confirmed and taken from the Leeds Festival budget. 
6.3 (a)   Scholes Football Club £500 for new goalposts.
6.3 (b)   New Barwick Rainbows Group (girls 5-7) £250 for start up grant.
6.3 (c)   Scholes Primary School £300 for Bike Shelter 
6.4   It was resolved that the insurance of street furniture would be discontinued apart from selected items as listed on the updated schedule to be circulated.

OTHER MATTERS



7.1   Queen’s Jubilee Celebration 2012 : various responses had been received but no clear proposals forthcoming apart from a procession through the streets by Scholes Scouts. Suggestions were therefore awaited.
7.2    Parliamentary Constituency Boundary Review 2013 : the government website had been circulated to members who wished for more detail to respond to the public consultation before 5 December.










                                                                                       
7.3   Morwick Grove Land : it was agreed to speak with the Head Teacher at Scholes Primary School to see if the School or Education department wished to take ownership of the land. It was felt that the Parish Council would not wish to be involved. 
7.4   Scholes Conservation Area  : a report and plan had been received from Matthew Bentley, Conservation Officer. It was felt that his initial proposals were acceptable and that piece meal additions should not be included.
7.5   Barwick Village Hall : Cllr Hassell reported that the finances were in good order and that quotes were being sought for further refurbishment work. The loan from the Council had been repaid.
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7.6   Woodland Trust Trees : the Clerk asked for suggestions as to planting of the new trees arriving in November. There were areas at Scholes Lodge Farm and at Barwick allotments. Cllr Glyn-Mills offered to assist with ground preparation.
