DECLARATIONS OF PERSONAL INTEREST  :   there were none but it was confirmed that all Councillors had signed their declaration of acceptance of office and lodged their register of interests.
3   
MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING
It was resolved that minutes of the Annual Parish Council Meeting (1/2011) held on 9 May 2011 (174-176) having been circulated, be approved and signed. 

4
MATTERS ARISING

4.1   Annual Parish Meeting : the minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting held on 9 May 2011 were received and confirmed as a correct record.

4.2   Scholes Lodge Farm:  the vehicular entrance, gates and fencing had been completed apart from the grassed blocking. It was agreed that the metal bolts on the gates be welded to prevent theft/removal. The title information document had been received from the Land Registry. It was agreed that s106 drawdown from Leeds City (Stn Rd dev) be delayed until invoices for both gates/fencing and entrance had been received. Planting of hedging near to the bus stop would be carried out in early autumn. Planning clearance had been received in respect of the minimal changes to the fencing specification.

4.3   Registering of Parish Land : the Chairman, Clerk & Cllr Yapp had met on site with Stuart Tansley (Solicitor) in relation to the voluntary registration of all Parish Land and a report would follow along with costs in due course. 

4.4   Leeds Festival ticket applications : a total of 124 applications had been received (79 Barwick 45 Scholes) for the 56 tickets and the draw had been made by Cllrs McDonough, Glyn-Mills & Hassell. Residential requirements would be checked and applicants advised accordingly with cheques banked in respect of those successful. 

4.5   Barwick Children’s Playground : the grant application to Caird Bardon had been submitted and the result awaited in August/September.

4.6   Thorner Lane Cemetery : the Chairman arrived later in the meeting due to attendance at the meeting convened by Leeds City Council at Thorner. 
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There were a number of issues to be resolved including traffic layout (lights & roundabout), access, drainage, play areas, sports areas and more. A visual plan was required in order that residents could make comments and contribute to the public consultation which would follow.

4.7   Scholes Library : it was reported that the Library would remain open 

4.8   Village Design Statements : a grant application for funding had been made to the Lottery “Awards for All” and the outcome awaited.
5
FINANCE


5.1   It was resolved that the cash book, bank reconciliation and budget monitor statements for May be approved. 
5.2.  It was resolved that the invoices/list of payments for May showing payments of £4,383.48 and receipts of £355.26 be approved and a copy of which is attached to these minutes. Eight payments for June amounting to £6,001.09 were also approved                                          

5.3   The in house audit had been carried out by Cllr Leeming and was approved. The internal audit had taken place – copy later received and circulated.
5.4   The annual audit return with accounting & governance statements having been circulated were approved for submission to the external auditors, Mazars with a revised figure for fixed assets amounting to £102,100
5.5   The minutes of the finance & general purposes committee meeting held on 16 May were received and noted. 

5.6   It was agreed to defer any further discussion in relation to the grant application from the Barwick Maypole Trust until a full report on the finances for the 2011 event were known.

5.7   It was resolved that Yorkshire Internal Audit Services be                  re-appointed as internal auditors for the ensuing year.
5.8   It was agreed that favourable consideration would be given to a request from Wetherby Town Council for a contribution of £200 in 20012-13 to defray the costs of the Community Police Vehicle.

6
OTHER MATTERS



6.1   Co-option : The vacancy on the Parish Council had been reported to Leeds City Council and advertised on notice boards and website. One expression of interest had been received with other possibilities. The notice period was due to expire on 8 June following which the Council would be in a position to co-opt.  

6.2  It was resolved that discussions could be held with Thorner Parish Council and other Parishes in relation to the possible revision of Parish Boundaries.                                         

6.3   Notice had been received from John Hayton that he was unable to continue as editor of the Parish Website. Cllr Gerry McDonough had offered to take over this responsibility and was thanked most sincerely for his offer. A letter of thanks would be sent to John Hayton for his work in constructing and running the web site since its inception.
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6.4.1   Standing Orders : it was resolved that the May 2009 edition of standing orders (a copy of which had been circulated) be adopted. References to the Code of Conduct & Standards Board may need revision at a later date in the light of the suggested abolition of the Standards Board.
6.4.2   Financial regulations : it was resolved the July 2009 edition of financial regulations (a copy of which had been circulated) be adopted.
6.4.3   Financial Risk Assessment : it was resolved that the July 2009 edition of financial risk assessment (a copy of which had been circulated) be adopted with an update for public liability insurance with Allianz Commercial from £5 to £10 million.

CRIME REPORT
The report for May highlighted 9 incidents : Scholes 6 – burglary dwelling thro open window where car keys and items stolen : criminal damage to urinals, fixtures & fittings 16th party at village hall fire extinguishers let off – Manor House gardens also vandalized by party goers  : suspect car stopped cannabis found and street warning given : nuisance vehicle section 59 warning issued for ASB in vehicle : parts removed from 4 caravans at commercial caravan site : theft from garden under renovation : Barwick 3 – assault at cricket club party – 2 arrested : criminal damage to maypole with 14 inches sawn off top section : theft from locked vehicle – window smashed and power tools stolen :
Vigilance was required and premises to be secured at all times. Windows and doors should be kept locked. Keys should be out of sight. ASB calls are currently low – patrols ongoing at hotspots and at weekends.

01917 – 1 Fieldhead Drive – retro app for storage container at rear – no objection     but subject to conditions
01409 – 22 Elmet Drive – single storey side/rear ext – objections on overdevelopment of site and effect on neighbours

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There was an OPEN FORUM meeting at 7.15 pm on Mon 6 March 2011

The Vice Chairman reported on the issues raised at the Annual Parish meeting in May.

Discussion centred upon the lack of play areas for teenagers particularly in Scholes. There was a problem of available space. The newly acquired public open space at Scholes Lodge Farm was unsuitable for ball games and residents had expressed disapproval for such activity. The sports field at Rakehill Road/Belle Vue Avenue was unavailable as being leased to the scout group, cricket and football clubs.

There were problems near to the Station Road development with cars, lorries and vans being parked indiscriminately.
There was a hedge requiring to be cut in Scholes Lane

Motor bikes and off road vehicles were causing disturbance at Wood Lane – resident advised to phone police.

Vehicle activation sign at Leeds Road near Coronation tree was not working properly.

There were vehicles parked on the pavement near to the New Inn at Barwick.
