It was resolved that the minutes of the Parish Council Meeting (11/2009) held on 12 April 2010 (128-131) having been circulated, be approved and signed.

MATTERS ARISING

7.1   Scholes Lodge Farm : A meeting was scheduled at Scholes Lodge Farm for 27 May with representatives of Leeds City Council and Taylor Wimpey to resolve the outstanding issues in respect of the handover of the area to the Parish Council.
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7.2   Penda’s Greenway :  Chairman reported that meetings were taking place with regard to the ownership/approval issues and further news was awaited. There was no further news on the issue of garden development at 30 The Approach (railway embankment) as it had been passed to Leeds City enforcement department.

7.3   Leeds Road/Elmwood Lane junction sewer : the issue had been taken up by the owner of the private sewer concerned who was referring it to his insurers  following a meeting with Environmental Health officials.

7.4   Leeds Festival ticket applications : 43 had been received

7.5   Scholes Primary School Field : Chairman reported on proposals from the Head Teacher to extend the high fencing in order to create a larger and more secure area for the children to use. Exact plans and details were awaited. The CCTV coverage of the new playground area was not too clear due to the distance involved. A sign was required to advise parents/children of camera coverage.

8.1   It was resolved that the internally audited accounts for the year ended 31 March 2010 showing receipts of £58,275, payments of £92,134 and a carry forward balance of £35,338 having been circulated be approved and a copy of which is attached to these minutes.

8.3   The in-house and internal audit reports for the year end accounts were received and noted.
