 MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING
It was RESOLVED that the minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 
2 February 2009 (76-79) having been circulated, be approved and signed.
4
MATTERS ARISING
4.1   Street Lighting Issues : Councillor Hall reported on the issues with SEC concerning the positioning of lamp posts in Lyndhurst Close which had also been referred to Ward Councillor Ann Castle. It was hoped that agreement could be reached with SEC to the satisfaction of the residents concerned.
4.2   Scholes Lodge Farm : There was a target date of 23 March for a decision on the planning application for change of use from Agricultural Land to Public Open Space (POS)
4.3  Leeds Festival : Details of the traffic consultation were still awaited.

4.4  Penda’s Greenway : Councillor McDonough reported that Sustrans would soon be contacting the various land owners with a view to progressing the proposals.  


4.5   Sycamores : The Clerk advised that the transfer of land to the Parish Council under s106 was now in the hands of Leeds City legal team.

4.6   Vehicle Activation Sign : the vehicle volume and speed wires had been installed near to the 30 mph limit on Long Lane. Leeds Highways had also indicated that they would consider a VAS sign outside of the 30 limit boundary.
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4.7   Children’s Playground at Scholes: the hedging had been removed leaving the old fence in place pending further information from the School Governors as to the additional area of land requested by the Parish Council.

4.8   Morwick Grove : The Chairman reported that the two silver birch trees had been planted by Leeds Parks & Countryside team and that a letter of thanks had been sent to them. The quickthorn/hawthorn hedging had been planted by Scholes in Bloom and which would eventually hide the school waste bins.

4.9   Youth Project : PCSO Gaynor Duffy had reported that this project had been put on hold due to unruly behaviour by youths using the facility. There were problems with staffing and Leeds City officials were unable to offer any coverage at the present time. The Clerk would settle the Village Hall rent for those evenings which had been used.

4.10  Web Site : Councillor John Hayton reported on the launch of the new dedicated web site for the Parish Council. It was agreed to leave the adverts which had appeared in the Parish Plan 2006. It was felt un-necessary to reproduce photos of Councillors. Thanks were expressed to Councillor Hayton for his excellent work in establishing such a professional web site for the Council.

4.11  Planning at Potterton : the issue of an unauthorized building at a property in Potterton Lane had been referred to Ward Councillor Ann Castle and further news was awaited.

5.1     It was resolved that the financial reconciliations for February having been circulated be approved and a copy of which is attached to these minutes        
5.2     It was resolved that the invoices and list of payments to be made having been circulated be approved and a copy of which is attached to these minutes.
5.3     The budget monitor for the 11 months to 28 February was received.

The minutes of the Finance &General Purposes Committee were received and noted. It was resolved that the Clerk should endeavour to find an alternative Building Society for Council deposits in order to spread any risk.

The grant request from All Saints’ Church for assistance with repairs for the reinstatement of the collapsed wall was referred to the Finance and General Purposes Committee under standing order 39 and which would formulate a recommendation for the next full Council meeting.

CRIME REPORT
Taken earlier in the meeting. The crime report was presented by PCSO Duffy and PC Hoult and detailed 4 incidents in each village. Although crime generally

was reduced in the Division there was an increase in opportunist crime. Doors 
needed to be kept locked at all times. Door to door salespersons were highlighted as a risk area during spring and summer months. Charity bags had also been stolen in this area.

448 - It was agreed to enquire of Leeds Highways if the slip lane to the A64 could be accommodated by widening the eastern rather than the western carriageway which carried too many services. 
453 – Councillor Hall confirmed that the site clearance at the rear of 37-51 Station Road was not part of the commencement of the development.
454 – it was agreed to include details of the Ribbon Walk at Harewood House for Breast Cancer Care on 20 June in the next newsletter

8.1 Christmas Lights at Scholes : the quotation from Leeds Lights for Xmas Lights for the tree at Green Court, Station Road, Scholes was accepted in the sum of £1,291 subject to approval from the owners of the tree granting their agreement.
8.2  Barwick Garage on Leeds Road : a complaint had been received in respect of the untidy state of the garage forecourt and the Clerk agreed to speak with the owner.
8.3  Church Magazine Copy : the Clerk agreed to circulate copy prior to the April deadline of 11 March.
