 MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

It was RESOLVED that the minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 

1 December 2008 (68-71) having been circulated, be approved and signed.

4
MATTERS ARISING

4.1   Update on Street Lighting Issues : The Clerk reported on a most productive meeting with Alan Brummitt of SEC where he confirmed as follows 
a) that the lamp post at the Sycamores was part of that development and would not affect the new columns as planned. 

(b) that new columns were also scheduled for Aberford Road down to Fieldhead Drive as part of the upgrade commencing early in the New Year 

(c) that he would continue to look for a lantern for the Coronation Tree but it was not clear as to any cost involved – agreed to press him further on this issue 
(d) One or even two new lamp standards to match others in Main Street/Station Road would be erected at no cost at 151-159 Main Street, Scholes in order to light the adopted area near to the War Memorial 


(e) the painting of columns in black would be completed in due course but not those in side streets 

(f) it was agreed to check that suitable replacement Heritage Style lanterns would be available in the event of breakages

4.2   Traffic Calming : There were a number of comments in relation to speed check reports. In view of residents comments and the lack of progress in relation to speed issues it was felt that Chief Inspector Marcus Griffiths should be invited to address the Parish Council at the February meeting.

4.3  Scholes Lodge Farm : A Design & Access Statement had been sent for approval to Wilson Connolly in relation to the s106 agreement, drainage issues and planning consent for change of use in respect of the area of land which would come into the ownership of the Parish Council in due course.  
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4.4  Litter Bin : Thanks were expressed to Ward Councillor Ann Castle for her assistance with funding for the litter bins through Scholes Community Forum.   


4.5   Mole Infestation at Village Hall & Football Pitch : The Clerk reported that the operation had been successful and that a note requesting a contribution towards the cost had been sent to the Football Club 

4.6   Chippy’s Pond : Further copies of the leaflet from Fred Duffy’s presentation were awaited and which would be placed in the Library and Manor House.

4.7   Penda’s Greenway project : Councillor McDonough had sent a written report advising that detailed plans would be drawn up reflecting our preferred route of the old railway track and it was hoped these might be ready for the February  meeting.

4.8   Heritage/Historical Society : the Clerk advised that he had made contact with English Heritage and would be liaising with Harold Smith as to a possible meeting and circulation of correspondence followed by tours of the site during Spring/Summer.

4.9   Rakehill Road surface : the Clerk had received confirmation from Leeds City Council that the unmade up section would be improved with planings spread to fill the numerous pot holes. Councillor Hall was also looking at records in relation to the unmade section of Station Road outside the old Council Offices.

4.10  The Sycamores : it was resolved to request that Leeds City Council provide a completion certificate and to authorize the transfer of land to the Parish Council under the s106 agreement.

5
FINANCE

5.1     It was RESOLVED that the financial reconciliations for December having been circulated be approved         

5.2     It was RESOLVED that the invoices and list of payments to be made having been circulated be approved

5.3     The budget monitor for the 9 months to 31 December was received.

6     
CRIME REPORT

There was no police presence at the meeting but the Clerk reported on a stolen horse box which had been recovered in Barwick with two men arrested.

7    
CORRESPONDENCE

The Clerk presented the list of correspondence (413-432) received since the last meeting details of which had been previously circulated and a copy of which is attached to these minutes.

414 – a request for the use of Jack Heap’s Field for car parking on the occasion of the Barwick Open Gardens Day on Sun 28 June was approved.
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424 – a local resident  Andrew Glyn-Mills and the Clerk were to attend a meeting with the organizers of the Leeds Festival on 7 Jan in an effort to establish better contact and input particularly with regard to traffic issues which had caused so many problems last year. These and noise issues had been debated during the open forum session prior to the Council Meeting.

420 – a complaint from a resident in respect of parking near to the New Inn was referred to the police.

430 – It was felt that a review of the Conservation Area in Barwick and possibilities of establishing such in Scholes should be investigated but not at a cost of £6-8,000 as outlined by Leeds City Council.

8
OTHER MATTERS

8.1 Councillor Hayton had circulated proposals for a Parish Council Website which were enthusiastically received. It was agreed he proceed with the suggested plans and monitor progress.
8.2  The issue of severe pruning of trees in Morwick Grove was discussed following a site meeting with Leeds City Council officials. The work had been carried out without reference to the Parish Council and assurances were received as to future communication. The offer of two silver birch trees was gratefully accepted with exact positioning to be agreed by Scholes Councillors after consultation with Scholes In Bloom. The Clerk was requested to contact Bob Bradley in relation to planting of some form of screening to hide the school’s waste bins from the view of residents.

8.3  Councillor Hall reported on his meeting at Civic Hall in relation to the Regional Spatial Strategy (RSS) and colleagues expressed support for his assessment of the situation based on information received.




8.4  The Clerk reported that quotations were still awaited for the removal of the hedging and for new fencing for the Children’s Playground at Scholes and that he had written to the Headmistress asking if the Governors would agree to a small extension to the playground.

9
PLANNING

The Parish Council considered and approved the recommendations of the Planning Committee with regard to the planning applications forwarded by Leeds City Council Development Department which had been previously circulated to Councillors. The decisions taken at the meeting held earlier were confirmed and are as set out on the attached schedules in relation to the following 6 properties Land at rear of Elmete House, Taylor Lane ; Ash Tree Cottage, Main Street, Barwick ; 13 Lynnfield Gardens ; 2 Belle Vue Avenue ; 18 Lynnfield Gardens and Park House Farm, York Road.
