 MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING
It was resolved that the minutes of the Parish Council Meeting (2/2010) held on 7 June 2010 (136-139) having been circulated, be approved and signed.

4
MATTERS ARISING

4.1   Penda’s Greenway :  there was no further progress to report.

4.2   Leeds Festival : There had been one cheque bounced but covered by cash delivered in anticipation. One successful resident was unable to accept due to a serious accident and this had been allocated to a single reserve. The tickets would be collected from Festival Republic at Bramham Park  and delivered by hand nearer to the event.

4.3   Leeds Road/Elmwood junction sewer : the sewer had been repaired earlier in the day by independent contractors with the road/kerb surface to be reinstated within the next day or two.                                                                                                                                                                                                            

4.4  The grass at Scholes Lodge Farm had been cut earlier in the summer with a further cut due shortly. Tree work was still outstanding. A resident on Main Street had deposited garden refuse over his/her back wall and the matter had been referred to the police and Leeds City Council. The water course maintenance issue was still unresolved.

4.5   There was nothing further to report in respect of “teenage facilities” but Councillor Hayton would be making contact with youth worker Shaun Macklin at Leeds City shortly. Further news was awaited from the School in respect of their proposed fencing and the area of land behind Scholes Library.
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4.6   An application for permission to fell a dead tree in Jack Heaps Field had been lodged with Leeds City Council and quotations would be obtained for the work in due course.

4.7   A number of Scholes residents in attendance were still very unhappy with the bus service. A full discussion took place in the Open Forum prior to the Council meeting. The new 63 service (replacing the 90) was not seen as satisfactory, taking 55 minutes into Leeds Centre with bus passes not valid until the 10.27 service. The Traffic Commissioner had requested fine detail of timings and dates following our letter of complaint. Councillor McDonough offered to log timings from his son who used the service regularly and resident Margaret Wild   had offered to receive and list details from other users who experienced delays/cancellations.

FINANCE
5.1   It was resolved that the financial reconciliations for June having been circulated be approved and a copy of which is attached to these minutes.        

5.2   It was resolved that invoices and list of payments for June to be made totalling £5,581.92 having been circulated be approved and a copy of which is attached to these minutes. Receipts for June were £2,455.37   

5.3  The new style budget monitor for the first quarter to 30 June had been circulated and thanks were expressed to Councillor Hayton for his expertise in drafting. Any comments should be directed to the Clerk.
6
CRIME REPORT

It was resolved that the crime report be taken earlier in the meeting in order to release PCSO Ripton for other more pressing police business. The crime report for June highlighted the following figures

Scholes 6  -  vehicle stolen via break in to house at night, vehicle recovered –vehicle stolen via break in but later recovered – heavy duty padlocks forced with bicycle stolen – garage doors forced with an item stolen – graffiti sprayed on rear residents wall – charity bags stolen                                               

Barwick 11 – theft of vehicle from farmhouse, now recovered - garage locks forced but nothing taken – shop theft, arrest and recovery of items – theft of trailer from business premises, arrest and recovery - burglary from large metal container of electrical goods, arrest made – burglary from garage and vehicle – car tyres slashed & damage to paintwork – attempted theft of vehicle on roadside – crow bar used for attempted vehicle theft, nothing taken – spot lights stolen from garden – vehicle theft with trailer, arrest made. 
It was important that residents be more vigilant and to keep doors and windows locked and to keep car keys out of sight. Anti social behaviour was currently low but patrols were ongoing particularly at weekend. 
The local priorities for July were seen as increasing awareness of vehicle crime, patrols in anti social behaviour hot spots and vigilance on rural/agricultural crime. With the increase in crime for Barwick it was requested that coverage be extended in that area.
There was still much concern with parking near to Satnams junction and at the Oaklea Road junction for the bus service.
