Police Issue Warning over Fireworks Misuse 
Police in North East Leeds are already warning anyone under 18 years of age who is found in possession of fireworks will be arrested. 

The stark warning follows a number of incidents in which fireworks have been used as weapons by young people who have thrown and fired them in public places last year.

Fireworks are dangerous and should only be handled by those old enough and responsible enough to use them in the way they are intended and in an environment where they are not going to harm anyone else. 

NPT Officers will also be working with Trading Standards and conducting test purchase initiatives with young people and covert officers to ensure that retailers are only selling fireworks to those aged 18 and over and we will take positive action against anyone found to be contravening the law. 
Leave a light on for me.... 

As the nights are drawing in, it is more important than ever to ensure doors and windows are locked, even if you are in your house. A large proportion of the burglary reports we have received have been as a result of entry being gained through insecure doors and windows. If you are going out for the evening, it would be advisable to leave a light on, to deter intruders. Please also keep an eye out in your neighbourhood and report any suspicious activity to the police.
